· 	any challenges or benefits you experience on social media.




At the end of the survey, you will be given the option to be contacted to participate in a one-to-one interview.



What you have to do
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	If you choose to be part of the study, you will need to read the consent
statement beforehand.
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	The consent statement says that you

· understand what the research study is about

· want to be part of it.
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If you choose to be part of the study you need to sign the consent
statement before starting the survey.



Who can be part of the research study
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	To be part of the study you must be an adult with intellectual disabilities.
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You must be over the age of 18 to be a part of the study.



If you change your mind
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	You can decide if you would like to be a part of the research study.
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No one will be upset with you if you do not take part.
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You can decide if you do not want to be a part of the study at any time.
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If you decide that you do not want to be a part of the study during the
interview you can let us know.




Support
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	We will help you get support if something about the research study makes you feel upset.




You can choose to have a support person if there is something that you do not understand.
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You can tell us if there is something about the research study that you are not happy about.





After the study
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	The study will help us understand how to make social media better for people with intellectual disabilities.
